Eilat’s Red Sea is one of the most spectacular underwater nature 
preserves. You can see brightly colored coral and fish and may see 
everything from a venomous lionfish to a moray eel to a shark to a sea 
turtle to a manta ray. 
 
 
There is a lot of great diving and snorkeling in Eilat. 
 
 
Eilat is the beginning point of the Exodus story from Egypt until they 
crossed the Red Sea.
